he race is on to beat the 

snow, and the crews 

have quite a few pro-

jects left to complete before 

the construction season comes 

to a close for 2018! Currently, 

the crews are installing power 

to the two TransCanada Man 

Camps that are going to house 

the employees of the pipeline during the installation process. The 

first one will go in near Hinsdale, and the second distribution 

power installation will be to the Man Camp along Highway 117.  

     We are also working on the three phase power feeds to the 

Saco Gas Plant, as well as rebuilding the three phase line on 

South River Road, South of Nashua. These upgrades will in-

crease capacity and improve reliability. The South River Road 

project will also create a Tie-Line between the West Frazer Sub-

station and the New Deal Substation. This project will make it 

possible to switch feed directions in the event of an unplanned 

power interruption. This will also to allow the crews to work 

safely on the line while restoring power to members who are 

affected.  

     Additionally, October is generally the time when we begin to 

disconnect irrigation meters. We have a handful of irrigation 

meters left to change out in the Cotton and Hinsdale areas. We 

waited until after harvest to change these out so we didnôt inter-

rupt the farming progress. I hope that harvest was a success for 

you!  

     As always, if you have questions or concerns my door is al-

ways open.

  Keystone XL Update 

     The word on everyone's lips has been 

Keystone, ours included. We are begin-

ning to build line extensions for the 

projects, and will be very busy for the 

next couple of years. I canôt stress 

enough how important and beneficial this project will be for our 

cooperative. 

Demand/Capacity Charge 

     I have been asked to give more explanation on what demand/

capacity is.  Demand/capacity is the ability to serve the load in an 

efficient and effective manner. 

     Here is an example that may make more sense.  A rancher has 

100 head of cattle and they are using a 100 gallon water tank.  

The rancher could water the herd this way but it is not an effi-

cient or effective method.  Now if the rancher used a 1,000 gallon 

water tank this would be a much more efficient and effective 

method. 

     Now bringing this example to a residential house.  A vast ma-

jority of the houses on our system could be run on a 3,500 watt 

generator, but using that form of power would require you to use 

only one electrical device at a time.  But in this fast-paced Ameri-

can lifestyle, we canôt be limited to a single household device. In 

fact, a majority of the houses on the NorVal system would need a 

much larger generator as big as 10,000 to 15,000 watts to operate 

an entire household.  The size difference in the generators is the 

demand/capacity necessary to live our lives the way we have 

been accustomed. To get to the demand/capacity numbers for 

calculations: 3,500 watts = 3.5 kilowatts (kW), 10,000 watts =10 

kilowatts (kW), and 15,000 watts =15 kilowatts (kW).  As a mem-

ber you have control of how many kilowatts (kW) are used at one 

time. When you receive your bill, be sure to take a look and see 

how many kWôs youôre using.  

     This is all I have for you at this time.  Please be safe when you 

are out and about and weôll see you at the 10th Annual Meeting 

on October 24th!

Pumpkin Seed Brittle 

 
1 tsp vegetable oil, plus additional 

for coating 

7 oz hulled pumpkin seeds (these are 

the green ones) 

1/2 tsp cayenne pepper 

1/2 tsp ground cinnamon 

1/2 tsp kosher salt 

1 lb 6 oz granulated sugar 

12 oz water 

 

Place the oil and seeds into a 10-inch 

saut® pan and set over medium-high 

heat. Toast the seeds while constant-

ly moving the pan. You will smell 

their aroma and hear some of them 

begin to crackle when they are toast-

ed, 4-5 minutes. Transfer the seeds 

to a small mixing bowl, add the cay-

enne, cinnamon and salt and stir to 

combine. Place a 3-quart saucier 

inside a large cast iron skillet. Add 

the sugar and water to the saucepan, 

and cook over high heat , stirring 

occasionally with a wooden spoon, 

until it comes to a boil. Stop stirring, 

cover and cook for 3 minutes. Un-

cover, reduce heat to medium, and 

cook until the sugar is a light amber 

color, approximately 25 minutes. 

Remove from the heat and stir in the 

pumpkin seed mixture. This will 

reduce the temp of the sugar, so 

work quickly. Once evenly mixed, 

pour the mix into the prepared half 

sheet pan. Using an oiled spatula, 

spread thin. You will have to work 

quickly when pouring out and 

spreading the mixture into the pan. 

Cool completely then break into 

pieces. Store in an airtight container 

for up to 2 weeks.
